PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE

I would like to extend a hardy welcome to everyone
who has recently taken up residence East of the Tenth Line.
My name is Peter McNamara and I am President of your local
community association.

For those with no previous exposure to communitby
assoclations, we are a group of residents who have volunteered
to act as a focal point for ceordinating social and recrea-
tional activities. We also represent the ares when dealing

with Cumberland Township and other groups in matters of general

concern (e.g. schooling, postal issues, urban planning, etc.).
To this latter point, I wish to personally report
that various home owners have obtained lower property tax
assessments as a result of appeal notices that were fFiled
earlier this year. Specifically, two Great Gulf models (Brandon
and Churchill) have had their fair market values lowered by
$4,000 and $8.000 respectively. After discussion with the
Regional Assessment Review Board, it was agreed that next
year all residents with these models will have their assess-
ments automatically lowered.
Your association is also attempting to get a clear
understanding of the "Fair Market Value" calculation that
is used for developing assessments. I hope to report more
on this issue in the next newsletter. Meanwhile, if you know
of any other models that have been reassessed, please let
me know so that we can ensure that all of our community c¢an
benefit from your efforts.

Deopite oor objections, Canada Post has gone ahead and instalied the community mail
hoxes i1 our neighbourhood,  Nevertheless, we must continue lo show to Canada Post
and Lhe Conseriative Sovernment that we oppose this form of mail delivery.

Furtunmtely, the support for door-to-door delivery is growing quickly, Representatives
of this arca met in June with citizens of Fisher Glen and Centre Point of Nepean.
As @ rosult of his meeting, the following actions were discussed and implemented:

| C.LLEP.S. (CITIZENS UNIE FOR EQUITABLE POSTAL SERVICE) was formed and the
sbjectives of the lobby group were defined;

2. letters expressing our disapproval were sent to all members of the House of Commons,
including the Prime Minister;

3. letters were sent to 27 municipalities requesting the name of contact persons
it those areas;

4. contact was made with the Council for the Disabled in an effort to gain their
suppert;

3. the media was invited to meet with Cyril Keeper (NDP Critic for Canada Post),
Miavor Clark, Councitlors Casev and McDonnell (Cumberiand) and Counciilor Cantin
(Gloucester) along with members of this community to protest Canada Post’s plan to
g0 ahead with the community mail boxes;

o, a meeting with Michel Coté, Minister Responsible for Canada Post, has been requested
through Don Boudria’s office (MP for Cumberland, Prescot!f & Russell);

a pelition was presented to the House of Commons con July 24, 1986 by Don Boudria
an behall of the citizens of Club Citadelle;

&% the municipality of Nepean has taken Canada Post to Cowrt over the contitutionality
of the community boses;

9. pamehlets printed by the Letter Carriers’ Unien are now being distributed to your
home;

0. a three fold card prepared for C.U.E.P.S. is aiso being distributed t¢ your home
2t {he same fime.

As a follow-up fo the actions mentioned above, Members of Partiament are responding

to our letter. The replies are being compiled and the informaticn wili be made avaiiable
to you in the next newsletter. Several municipalities have already provided C.U.E.P.S.
with contacts across Canada. These are presently being pursued in an effort to develop

4 National Pian of Action which could be implemented starting September 1986. Contacts
hiave been identified in Quebec, Ontario, Saskatchewan and Alberta.

The Cowncil for the Disabled has written a stern letter to Miche!l Coié condemning
the use of community boxes.

Michel Coté has not yvet responded to our request for a meeting, however, we will
double our efforts as soon as the House resumes on September 8th.

Mesnwhile, resadents are asked to continue giving C,U.E.P,S  their suppoirt by signing
andd mailing the detachable cards inside the Letter Carriers' Union pamphiet. You
are also asked to complete and mail the cards printed for C.U.E.P.S.

lf vou belong to a group or associstion such as the Arthritis Society . M.S., Heart Founda-
tion, Senior Citizens Association, Association for the Blind, the Handicappted, the

lung Association, elc., please express vour concern to the association and request

that they write to Michel Coté and the Prime Minister to complain about this situation.

We have seen three sites set aside for elementary schools
throughout the community, but specific information on when schools wili be buiit,

or what other plans are available, has been vague.

[ therefore have talked to Dr. Khair, Director of Planning for the Carleton Board of
Education, who is very aware of, and sympathetic to, our problems. He explained
that his- department submits its proposais te the Board of Trustees in the fall and,
if they are approved, the process of funding and construction will take a minimum

of 2 vears.

1 alse taiked to Trustee Frank Cauley and he expects that beth scheols will be presented
and, hopefully, approved this fall. Mr. Cauley has asked our association to iry to

get an opinion from our community on whether we want a French lmmersion Centre

or Dual Track School for our elementary aged children. Our current French Immersion
Centre, Dunning Faubert School, is becoming increasingly overcrowded with several
portables added.

When a new elementacy school is buiit, we can look forward to co-operation from
the Carleton Board on planning the adjoining parks. Dr. Khair would be pleased if

his department could become involved so that the best use could be made of beth
the school and park lands.




Whether the issues concerning your family relate to elementary or high school situations
we need vou at this meeting on Sept. I6th.
