C.U.E.P.S. NEWS UPDATE

Representatives of C.U.E.P.S, acvoss Canada met in OtLawa on
April 29 and 30, 1987 to show the existing government that Canadlans across
Canada are rejecting Canada Post's unjust poliey of installing Superboxes
in new subdivisions and intend to do something about It.

Western Canada was represented by the following persons: Mrs. H. Qlivier
and Mrs. K. Faschauner— Committee for door-to-door delivery, Winnipeg; Mrs.

K. Keller and Mr. L. Blades- Citizens for Equal Postal Service (C.U.E.P.5.
Western), Calgary; Mr. F. Masaro- Citizens for Equal Postal Service, Vancouver.

Eastern Canada was represented by the following pevscns: Mrs. A Derrett
and Mr. A.Foucault- Residents Againslt Mailboxes, (RAM) Markham Ontario.

Mr. G. Mandracchia, Mr. T. Cacciola and Mr, G. Beaumont~ Comite d’ Action
Postal de Riviere-des—Prairies, P.Q; Mrs. L. Herrem, Mr. B. Porter (Nepean),
Mr. K. Knechtel and myself from Orleans. As well, ¥rs. D.Barringer aund Mr.
P. Duschesne spoke on behalf of the "Council for the disabled”.

The group met with the Rt. Honourable John Turner as well as members of
the MDP caucus. Both parties vowed to meke door-to-door delivery an election
Lssue.

The group also met with an assistant to the honourable Harvie Andre,
minister responsible for Canada Post, only to find that Mr. Andre’s original
statement of service being first priority had been chanped to the deficit
as numbex one.

The highlight of the two day conference was the presentation to the Stan-
dingCommittee on Covernment Operations on April 30, 1987. In that presentation
C.U.E.P.S. requested clarification on three issues during the briefing:

1. That the minister use proper statistics in illustrating dissatisfaction
in new subdivisions.

2. That the committee clarify once and for all who is vesponsible for injuries
ar the Superbox Locations. Is it the Municipality, is it the homeowner
or is it Canada Post???

3. That the committee investigate the possibility of a conflict of interest
between the Minister's two povtfolios— that of Minister "Responsible” for
Camada Post and that of Minister of Consumer and Corporate Affaivs.

We feel that the two day conference was a tremendous success. It served
to make the government aware that C.U.E.P.S. is a National citizen’s group whose
objective is to ger home mail delivery. This fact was made clear during our
presentations. We did get a commitment from the Liberal and NDP parties
that door-to-door delivery will be an election issue.

Where do we go from here?

&

1. We hope to increase the number of conservative M.P.'s to take a position-

in writing.
2. Funding is required. Raise money from businesses, municipaiities and citizens.
3. Increase community awareness.
