Planning Committee Report

Meeting with Mayor and Council

In February the communily associalions
from Fallingbrook and Queenswood Heights
met with Mayor Clark and most of the Coun-
cillors to discuss various issues. llere are some
of the cominents.

Roads. The Regional budget for new
roads is considerably less tlian was antici-
pated. Not only will improvements like the
Tenth Line interchange to Hwy 17 be delayed,
but even work in progress such as the Black-
burn Hamlet bypass will be seb back.

Ray Iriel Sportsplex. The news was
quile encouraging. 11 s hoped that the first
phase, comprising a swimming pool, will be
compleled by 1991, There was some perhaps
overly opiimistic indication that the adjoining
public high school might be completed at the
same tine.

Finances. Mayor Clark gave a fairly e-
tailed account of the varicus réserve funds
held by the "Township. He indicated that we
are largely debt-free, except for some deben-
tures to fund the industrial parks which will
be self-funding. e said thal Cumberland has
long adopted the pay-as-you-go philosophy re-
cently discovered by Gloucester, although he
feels there are times when borrowing is justi-
fied. Tax increases will be slightly above the
inflation rate agam {his year., However some
time iu the future, we will have to provide our
own police force rather than use the OPP, in
which case we can expect a tax increase as
large as vecently seen in Gloucester,

Municipal Representation. I was
poinfed out that our part of the wban area
15 wider-represented on Township Council.
These of you who voled last November wil}
recall that we bave two “Heights Ward” rep-
resentatives, Chalelaine Village has one, the
rural area has two; plus everyone votes for one
councillor-al-large and one mayor.

The table below swmmarizes how many
thousand people are represenied per coun-
cillor in each ward, with the columns on
the right including the councillor-at-large and
the mayor, respectively. It can be secen
that Chatelaine Village has the highesl rep-
resentation, and the MHeights ward the low-
est. This might be alleviated by adding an-
other counciller 1o the Heights ward, but
Mayor Clark felt strongly that this is not
a representation by population system, and
that adding councillors will make Couneil un-
wieldy., But given that Fallingbrook’s pop-
alation will reach 25,000 in ten years, some
changes are inevitable o avoid undue friclion
belween the old rural and the increasingly ur-
ban parts of the Township.

The Ontario Hydro amount includes our
so-called rebate. Cumberland Township is in
the process of examining whether it would be
econcnical to sel up a Cumberland Hydro.
It’s hard to imagine how it could be more
expensive than Ontarie Hydro.
