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Correction to Article on Building Permits

Richard Quimet, Township plans exam-
iner, objected to t.he content of the article on
building permits in the last newsletter. e
says the span tables from the Ontario Build-
ing Code used for deck plans are for “rool with
or without allic storage”, not for a two-storey
house. He says that the Township requires a
design to support only 40 pounds per square
fool, not the 100 required in the Code,

e also leit that the example of a deck
being required to bave 15 10-inch diameter
supports was migleading, in that the number
of supports is determined by the size of the
beams and joists. The exaniple was intended
Lo liiu.stmte the inconsistency between what
different plans examiners require, in that one
required 10-inch diameter supports,

Finally, Mr Quimet felt that the article
wag advising people not to get building per-
mits Jor decks. It was intended to do just the
opposite, and also to save the plans examiners
from hoslile homeowners when they find out
how strongly a deck must be built. We apolo-
gize Lo Mr Ouimet for any embarrassment the
article may have caused him.

Radon Gas in Your Home?

Worried Ly those horror stories of cancer-
causing radon gas sceping into homes? Dr
Dick McGregor of Tealth and Welfare Canada
says that Orleans is one of the best places to
be to get away from radon.

Radon is a decay by-product of radium,
a naturally occurring radioactive clement in
the earth. Raden wsually penelrates into
basements through cracks and arcund pipe
openings.

Orleans is situated above limestone which
contains little radivne. Then the thick Leda
clay acls as an impermeable barrier to the
radon. Finally the basemeuis of new howmes
are usually well scaled.

Dr McGregor says thal during tests of
houses in Orleans, the level of radon has
been barely detectable, even wilh sensitive
instruments. So don’t worry about radon gas
In your home.

Community News

Meeting with Township Officials

The Fallingbrook and Quecnswood Meights
Community Associations had a meeting with
Ned Lathrop, Chief Administrative Qfficer,
and Steve Cunliffe, Commussioner of Plan-
ging, for Cumberiand Township. Mr Cunlilfe
moved into Mr Lathrop’s old job, coming lrom
the City of Nepean where he was planning &-
rector.

A number of longrange issucs were dis-
cussed. The Township has convinced the
province Lo fund a service road parallel to
and north of the Queensway, between the new
Tenth Line interchange and Trim Road {Re-
gional Toad 57). This will be upgraded to
NCC-style parkway quality, with paved bi-
cycle lanes and grassed surroundings. This
will lead into Jeanne d’Arc Bivd in Chalelaine
Village, and eventually connect to the Tenth
Line extension whiclhi will hecome the Rock-
cliffe parkway exteusion. A bicycle path will
be paved over where the Lrunk sewer excava-
tion was done near ilre Ottawa River.

Now {hal Llie urlan area will be expanding
south of Innes Boead, planners are starling
to think aboul what thal conumunity will
ook like. There are several fascinating ideas,
such as making two 5-acre lakes oul of water
management ponds.  These lakes would be
nsed for swinmuming and recreation {bul no
waber skilug}. Thereis also Latk of 2 municipal
golf course in the arca.

One suprising tem s the facl that Onlario
Hydro may ab some fime i the far Tulure
upgrade the hydre cornidor which cuts the
cortier ofl Gardemway, so that il will become
a very high voltage hne, as w Bridlewood.
Cumberland Township has no control over
this.

Queensway Construction

The exiension of the Ring Road running
parallel to the Queensway both casl and west
of Champlain Street can be seen now. Fhese
roads will become the on and off ramps lo
the Queensway. Meanwhile, later this fall,
all traffic in both directions will be diverted
off the Queensway, and along these roads,
while the Queensway is excavated to go under
Champlain Street. I promises to be a moess
for a while, but: short term pain for long term
gain.

Mailboxes

Now that we have SuperMailboxes, many
builders don’t pui mailboxes on the front of
houses. This causes a problem when newspa-
pers like the Star, the Express, and the Pen-
nysaver, or other advertising circulars, are de-
Hvered. Where to put them?

Sometimes the newspapers cnd up blowing
down the street. In some cases whole sireets
are removed {rom the delivery schedule be-
cause oo few houses have mailboxes.

Do | Live in Fallingbrook?

While each neighbourhood
has been given a name by the developers
(e.g. Pineridge, Garden Way, Ridgemont by
the River, Fallingbrook) the entire urban
community east of the Tenth Line is referred
to and recognized by Cumberland Township
as Fallingbrook. In a few years the developers’
names will fade into memory, and only the
name Fallingbrook will remain.

Fallingbrook is unique in that it is being
developed over a very short period of time by
many different developers. We do not have
just one developer and hence one identity.

What’s all the fuss about identity
anyway?

Without an identity, or focus, community
spirit and pride do not develop. Without a
feeling of belonging, people don™t want to gel
involved in theilr community. Without this
feeling, Fallingbrook becomes little more than
a bedroom suburb where the price of a home
is right. (For the cynics among us, active
communities have proven to demand higher
housing prices.)

For commaunily invelvement 1o develop,
certain economy of scale ts needed. Your com-
munity association is striving to develop this
identity, this spirif, so as to make Fallingbrook
“the” place in which to live, and the besi place
for our children to grow up in.

Why do we need volunteers?

Without volunteers, much of what we
have and indeed expect would not exist. Imag-
ine living in a community without any hockey,
baseball or soccer, without outdoor rinks, ten-
nis courts, festivals, special events, dances,
scouting, Neighbourhood Watch, Block Pas-
ent, program, without various service clubs....
Without volunteers, none of the above would
exist.

Why Fallingbrook?

Why the name Fallingbrook, you ask?
Firstly, I think you will agree that the name
is attractive and has some meaning. There
are three beautiful falls along the escarpment,
all accessible thanks to a neiwork of pub-
lic pathways. These are: the manmade falls
we see going up Tenth Line hill; Princess
Louige Falls located between Brookridge Cres-
cent and Fallinghbrook Ridge; and the third lo-
cated east of Hautview Crescent.

The second reason for the choice is that
it is the most recognized of the developers’
names it this area, and was preferred by the
majority of residents in a survey done over a
year ago.
