Plans for the north phase of Tenth Line
Road reconstruction received some criticism
from affected residents. Those on the west
side, in Queenswood Heights, objected to the
road being too close to their property lines,
Scime residents on Norview in Fallingbrook
objected to the suggestion that the present
Tenth Line Road up the hill would be kept
open for one-way traflic southhound.

We have been asking for years that the
whole interchange al Highway 17 be shifted
sastward to avoid these problems, but land
acquisition has progressed too far now. We
swere particularly concerned about the higl
accident rate predicted al the corner of the
new Tenth Line and 5t Joseph Divd, where
afiernoon rush houwr traffic would have to
make a double-lane jeft hand twn up a hill
facing into the sun. Keeping the preseni road
open for this traffic would probably save lives.

The affected residents should make their
abjections known at the next open house held
by the Reglonal Municipalily to show the
proposed plans. Walch your local newspapers
for the meeting date. Now is the time fo
object.

Prepare Your Grass For Winter

New restdents of Fallingbrook should be
aware of the problems caused by field mice
{voles, really} to your grass and trees during
the winter. This is & particular problem In
the newer areas near open fields. The mice
like fo eat the grass right down to the roots to
make nests, and they hike to eat the bark off
the bottoms of irees and bushes.

You should cut your grass very short in
the late fall, and rake up any clippings. Trees
and bushes should have their bottom 18 inches
wrapped in plastic spiral or burlap. It they do
cat your grass, it will grow back; but if they
manage to ring your tree, it may be too late.

Also remember to turn offl your outside
water tap from the inside cutofT, open the ittle
drain plug, and open the outside valve. The
hose bibs the builders put in are supposed to
be sell-draining and frost-proof, but they are
ofien installed slanting up instead of down so
they den’t drain, and may crack during the
winter.

Beyoning our Future:

The Fight For Waterfront Lands

As summer fades inte fall, the
Township of  Cumberland is
embroiled in a head-on fight
with the residents of
chatelaine Village over the
rezoning of a prize tract of
iand north of Highway 17,
bounded by Trim road, the
Ottawa River and Chatelaine
village. The Township and most
councillors (Bob Monette
dissenting) voted to fivst
modify the Official Plan and
then rezone a cholce piace of
1and owned by PEREZ -BRAMALEA,
to allow for high and medium
density regidential
construction. Prior to this
amendnent, referred to by staff
and Council as "the Perez-
Bramalea amendment”,

the parcel of land was
designated Urban viaterfront,
open Space, and rRecreational
Commercial. Neo residential
development was allowed. Now,
against the recommendation of
the Township's own stalf
report, several thousand units
of residential housing will be
permitted, adding Lo road
congestion and restricting the
availability of prime real
estate for office development
in the longer term: gevelopnant
much naeeded to ansure
sufficient levels of local
employment and ease demands on
copmuter arteries.

our neighbours in Chatelaine
village plan tc appeal this
matter to the Ontarie Municipal
Board, which has the authority
to overturn Council's decision.
The cutcome ultimately affects
211 residents of the Township,
and especially urban
commuters. Can citizens fight
city hall and win? I hope SO,
because there appears to be 1o
other viable defence in

cumberland against elected
officials placing, what is in
my opinion the short term
economic advantage of vested
interests like Perez over the
vital long term interests of
the public whom they are paid
o serve. Win or lose, it is
high time that the present
Council recognized its
responsibilities to the
eiectorate in the urban sector
of cumberland, even though we
are badly outgunned at the
Council table.
