A Ray Friel Recreation Centre Update

Cumbertand Township Countil recently approved the funds for Phase 1 of our new centre. Twenty contractor
firms wilt start work in early spring and are expecied io complete in February g2. Council approved ali the
amenities including the wave pool, water sports equipment and decor. This fit up however is dependant on
fundraising. The Ray Friel Centre Fundraising Committee will coordinate this effort and has planned a nlumber
of fun events (see notices eisewhere in this newsletter) that we can alf participate in . Let's get behmd. the
Committee and help provide the very best facility possible! For the benefit of new residents, the centre will be
located on 10th line road between the new Sir Wilired Laurier high school (stili on for Sept 91} and 1'he
Faflingbrook iGA. ¥ you have any guestions about the facility, the upcoming events or how to help organize
one of the neat events, just calt the Ray Friel Hotline at 834-1334.

PHASE 1 - THE Pool:

The pool will be one of the finest anywhere in Canada. A zero-beach concept has been used (just like any
beach where there is a slow and gradual drop from the shore-line) so the pool can easily double as a leisure
pool or, for much more exciternent, a wave pool. Various slides, special features, lighting and decor, a sauna,
a swirl pool and a tot pool will be included under the brightly decorated roof. Family and handicap change
rooms, a lobby that permits refaxing and viewing of the pool, complete wheelchair accessibility, indoor cafes,
pro-shop and perscnal lockers have all been incorporated into the design. i this sounds fantastic - it is! The
great byproduct of such a facility is that, the more fun it is, the less expensive it is to operate. Typical
municipal pools recover only 30% of their operating axpenses from customer revenues. Pools similar in
concept to ours easily recover 70% simply because more people want to enjoy them more often,

PHASE 3
o Racquet Courts - squash and/or racguethall,
[+] Qutdoor only clay Tennis Courts onte which an outdoor rink can be buiit in the winter,

PHASE 4
o Second ice Surface with the permanent enclosure for both ice surfaces and including spectator
seating. The portable roof used for the first rink could now be used for the phase 3 tennis courts,

Driving the Queensway

Did you ever wonder why the traffic crawls
along the Queensway in the morning betweern
Champlain and Jeanne d’Arc, and then speeds
up right after? Strangely enough, there is
more traffic on the part of the road where it
speeds up. Traffic flow is measured in vehicles
per hour, and is given by the vehicle speed
divided by the distance between cars. When
the traffic speeds up, the distance between
cars also increases, so the flow stays the same.

You can help increase the traffic low when
it speeds up by staying a safe, close distance
behind the car in front. If you leave a large
gap in front, then that is wasted room which
could have been used by other cars. Use the
3-second rule to determine a safe distance.

Yet Another Schoaol

Although final approval from the Ministry
of Education has not yet been received, the
CBE is confident that another elementary
school for about 700 students will be builg
Just south of Watters Road. This will be
the first school built in Ontario by a private
developer, Thomas Assaly Co., and will be
leased back by the school board over a period
of 20 years, after which it will belong to
the board. The design process has already
begun, with community input, with opening
scheduled for September 1992, It is likely to
be a dual track school, part French immersion
and part English.

School Bus Monitors

We thank the mums (and some dads) who
act as unofficial school bus monitors by stand-
ing at bus stops each day. Not only does their
presence help with discipline problems, but it
can reduce the chance that an unseen child
may be run over by a bus. Thank you.

Tenth Line Road

The Mayor’s column discusses the results
of the Tenth Line Road study, north half.
The cornmunity association also supports the
proposal to purchase extra land, if funding is
available, to keep the road away from houses
and improve the estheties of the main entrance
to our community.

However we object to their proposal to
add a northbound lane to the two southbound
lanes on the existing old Tenth Line Road.
We accepted the need for the southbound
lanes in order to avoid traffic accidents at
the double left-turn-lanes on St Joseph Bivd,
since straight-through traffic is much safer,
on the condition that proper separation be
maintained from neighbouring houses.

However our understanding is that the
northbound lane has been proposed only to
increase the number of drive-by customers to
a single piece of commercial property near the
Hwy 17 exit ramps. We feel that the rights of
this developer have overshadowed the rights of
the people on Norview who overlook the old
road. We are also concerned that OC Transpo
has not agreed to prohibit buses from using
old Tenth Line Road, one of the major sources
of complaints and danger.

North-South Highway Link

The Township is pushing ahead its plans
for a highway to link Orleans with Highway
417. A corridor has been identified along
Frank Kenny Road which joins Trim Road at
Innes Road. This will run the highway along
Trim to connect with Highway 17.

Ii is good that the Township planners are
looking ahead to the future to improve our
transportation network and to find ways to in-
crease commercial and industrial investment
in the area. However we fear that this pro-
posed road, which is surely a Regional or
Provincial responsibility, might be funded by
the municipality.

The initial aim of the study was to identify
a corridor; now there is talk of “protecting”
the corridor, which means purchasing land.
The Region has many other more pressing
reads to build, and so is not likely to be in a
hurry to build & road purely for future needs.
Our major fear is that the Township will then
decide to fund all or part of this road from our
tax dollars. We'd like to see a study which
shows that such a road is a good financial
investment, and what the payback period will
be.

MNew Ward Boundaries

The OMB has approved Cumberland Town-
ship’s new ward boundaries. For this Novem-
ber’s municipal elections, Fallingbrook resi-
dents will have two wards. The southern
ward includes Gardenway, and that part of
Queenswood Heights south of Des Epinettes.
The rest of Fallingbrook will be a single ward.

A Brief History of Fallingbrook
or
How Fallingbrook Got its Mud

Your memories of seeing your new house
being built in Fallingbrook probably also in-
clude the memory of that incredibly sticky
clay which never came off your boots. But
why is it that Fallingbrook has clay beneath,
but other places like Kanala have rock? And
what is ynderneath the clay?

We start our history one billion years ago,
when the most advanced life forms on earth
were single-celled creatures living in the water,
when the air held little oxygen. In a series of
violent upheavals, the mountains which today
are the Gatineau hills were thrust up as high
as the Andes. Over the next 400 million vears,
they were slowly eroded il they resembled
the rolling hills of today.

Meanwhile the lower lauds, which in-
cluded most of easlern Ountario, were sub-
nerged under a sea which camce and went over
the millenia, The seas were filled with strange
shelled crealures whose shells make up the
limestone deep under us today. This hime-
stone can be almast a kilometer deep in places,
and can be seen along the escarpment north of
Princess Louise Drive. If you're taking notes,
it’s of the Bobcaygeon formation, formed dur-
ing the Middle Ordovician Period (480 million
years ago).

Nothing much happened over the next
400 mitlion years, except minor fhings like
the continents splitting apart, the coming and
going of dinosaurs, and the arrival of mam-
mals. Then, about one million years ago, the
glaciers came and covered northern Canada as
far south as here. The land was buried under
kilometers of ice.

Only about 15,000 years ago did the ice
begin to melt. The land which had been com-
pressed under the ice found itself under water
once again, the Champlain Sea. The Great
Lakes drained through the Ottawa River from
Petawawa. The Ottawa River's path was dif-
ferent then, flowing through Mer Bleu and
joining the present-day Oitawa River near Al-
fred. Aerial photos of Mer Bleu show clearly
the remains of a 7000 year old river bed, and
it is still damp.

As the meltwater flowed toward the St
Lawrence River, erosion cut into the underly-
ing rocks and formed the Ottawa River valley.
The runofl contained sand and silt which de-
posited on the bottom of the river. When the
Ottawa River finally shrunk o its present size,
the surrounding land was covered with a deep
layer of mud, which makes up the clay which
our houses are buill on. Sand from ancient
river banks can he found just ths side of Na-
van.

When the trunk sewer was put alon
Tenth Line Road in 1986
the clay was over 130
About 50 feet down, it s targely Leda clay, a
type of marine clay named alter a type of clam
often found in such clay deposits, Leda clay is
particularly treacherous, since it can suddeniy
siide. The contractors who excavated for the
sewer were parliculary concerped that Tenth
Line Road might slide into their hole. The
remnants of such landslides can still be seen
along the escarpment in Beacon 1l North.

The depth of the clay depends on the
underlying rocks: sometimes the rocks come
right to the surface, such as at the escarpment
or by the Town Hall. The rock nearer the
Ottawa River comies from older formations
than that in Fallingbrook. The depth of the
clay makes it difficult Lo erect tall buildings
in the area. The Brewers Retall slore at
Fallingbrook Centre had to have a special
floating baserment built in order te support the
weight of the beer stored upstairs.

So when you remember the clay that
stuck to your boots as you watched the con-
struction of your new home in Fallingbrook,
remember how long it took for the clay to get
here.

Princess Louise Falls

During the spring runoff is the best time
to visit Princess Louise Falls, more correctly
calied Taylor Talls, along the escarpment
north of Princess Loulse Drive. The best place
{0 visit the [alls is from the waler management
area between Brookridge and Failing Brook
Place. A nalure trail takes you fo the top of
the falls where the deep gorge is visible, To
reach the botlom of the falls, head west about
200 meters along the escarpment to “Dave’s
Drop”. You can stand right at the botiom of
the falls and get wet. The concrete chute is
the remains of where old Montreal Road used
to go, on ifs way to Montreal 50 years ago,
when Highway 17 was still a railroad track.

The Cumberland Historical Society has
tried to determine the connection between the
falls and Princess Louise, a danghter of Queen
Victoria and wife of the Governor-General,
the Marquis of Lorne. The only connection we
have been able to find is from the late Marjorie
Ward, who lived in the house just cast of the
falis since 1950. She claimed that Princess
Louise used to drive out here by buggy to
paint water colours. Mrs Ward convinced the
developers to name Princess Louise Drive for
this reason.

I have examined hundred of paintings by
Princess Louise, in the National Gallery and
the National Archives, but did not see any
of the falls. There were some paintings of
another gecgraphical feature named after the
Princess, almost as well known as our falls:
Lake Louise. So even i we can’t prove the
Princess came here, it makes a good story.

This roadway will increassec
heavy truck traffic by 10,000 to 12,000 per day within a 20
year planning horizon., | have opposed thig construction since the
beginning, not only because of the route chosen, but because of
the estimated cost of $12,000,000. No Economic Development
Study or Eaployment Feasibility Study has been done and ne
commitiments have been made by anvone as to the value for this
roadway. I shall continue te opp this and to fizht for the
rights of all residents of our Township.

[ was pleased to see that the proposed boundary changes Lhat
were submitted by your Township Council were accepted and will
be in effect for the fall Municipal Elections. This will ensure
that there is equal representation for a1} residents of our Township.
