There will again be three major com-
munity outdoor rink areas in

Fallingbrook this winter:
· In the Fallingbrook Park, behind

Fallingbrook school, with a hockey rink
and pleasure rink (no hockey sticks)

· At Gardenway Park, behind Jeanne
Sauvé school

· At Maple Ridge School 
Since 1988 the outdoor rinks have been

operated by the Fallingbrook  Community
Association (FCA) and local residents
with the help of a municipal grant from, in
the past, Cumberland Township, and now
the City of Ottawa.  The FCA has always
believed that the provision of this impor-
tant recreational amenity is best done by
our own within the community.  

In Fallingbrook's early years we were
able to attract many volunteer rink atten-
dants and adult helpers but, as we matured
from a new burgeoning community to one
with over 25,000 residents, it became
increasingly difficult to recruit volunteers. 

This year we have adult residents who
are each willing to manage each of your
rinks.   They receive a small remuneration
for the many volunteer hours needed to
get the rinks up and running and to man-
age the whole show.  They will oversee
their rink's operation - including the hir-
ing of students to help with the daily jobs
of cleaning, flooding and supervising the
rinks and skate change rooms.  

Our rink managers are: Fallingbrook
Park - Rodd Foley; Gardenway Park -
Jim Desprey; Maple Ridge School - John
Monteith.

We are still looking for a few more stu-
dent rink attendants at least 16 years of
age, preferably with First Aid training
already under their belt, to help out for
$7.50 / hour and a few more adult volun-
teers to pitch in with any help they can
offer. 

If you and your family or friends can
benefit from a well-operated and well
maintained outdoor ice facility in your

own neighbourhood then please give
careful consideration to helping out if you
can.  It is not easy work but very satisfy-
ing.

Tips for backyard
rinks

One of the most important ways of
ensuring a longer season of skating

and helping your rink survive a mid-sea-
son thaw is to begin by creating a layer of
"base-ice" between the ground and the
eventual skating surface.  Base-ice is
defined as a build-up of slush or ice in
which the water is beyond the point of fil-

tering into the ground.  With a proper
layer of base-ice, your rink will not suffer
from the typical problems such as cracks
and bubbles.

The most successful way to make base-
ice is from packed snow.  You will require
8 - 10 inches of snow before packing that
is then packed to about 2 inches.  A rec-
ommended method of packing is by way
of a children's soccer game or equivalent.
This way, the snow is packed firmly and
everyone enjoys themselves.

When flooding for base ice keep mov-
ing the hose and apply a light spray.
Many light applications of water, allow-
ing freezing between coats, are recom-
mended.  Pack slush in low areas and
allow it to freeze.

Once the base ice is set, usually in 4 to
5 days, regular flooding can start for the
skating surface.  The key here is to apply
thin coats on a clean surface.

An inch of water will never freeze
properly and causes "shell ice" (air pock-
ets under a thin ice surface).  If the surface
is not cleaned before flooding, then
bumps and ruts result.  It is especially
important to clean the rink edges other-
wise the surface area "shrinks" rapidly
during the season.

Rink Attendants:
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Happy New Year to all! I hope that
you and your family have had a

happy, healthy, and prosperous 2004, and
that 2005 will bring more of the same. My
first year as your Member of Provincial
Parliament has been busy and exciting. I
want to fill you in on what I've been up to,
what our government has accomplished,
and what the riding of Ottawa-Orléans
has to look forward to in 2005.

My responsibilities at Queen's Park
have involved me in many aspects of the
political process. I have been a Deputy
Whip for the Liberal caucus, as well as a
member of three key committees at
Queen's Park - the Federal, Inter-provin-
cial, and Municipal Relations Policy
Committee, the Estimates Committee,
and the Standing Committee on Finance
and Economic Affairs.

After 15 months in government, I am
pleased that the impacts of increased
funding for healthcare and education are

beginning to show locally. Recently, there
were two major healthcare announce-
ments that will help local residents. Two
new MRIs have been opened in Ottawa,
one right here in Fallingbrook. These
facilities will help address the inequity
that Ottawa has traditionally faced in

terms of access to healthcare services.
Secondly, the Ottawa Hospital will

receive over $2.5 million to increase its

surgical capacity by 132 hip and knee sur-
geries and 212 cancer surgeries. This is a
big advance in our efforts to lower wait
times. Also on the health front, I will be
approaching the community in early
January about developing a "family
health team" for Ottawa-Orléans.

I want to thank my staff for being such
good ambassadors to our community. Bob
Monette and Linda Kirkwood in my rid-
ing office and Victoria Pearson in my
Toronto office look forward to hearing
from you in the new year. I would also
like to welcome Dawn Stroz to our team.
She'll be doing hands-on work with com-
munity organizations, so I'm sure you'll
get to know her well.

Finally, I want to thank the people of
Fallingbrook, and especially the hard-
working members of the Fallingbrook
Community Association who have helped
make our community such a wonderful
place to live. I look forward to working
with all of you in the New Year!

In the three years as an assistant and the
one-year as Councillor I have never

had so many calls about winter road con-
ditions as I have received in the last
month.  In part because of the type of
weather; but, also because of a decision
taken in June of 2003 when the Council
of the day approved harmonized stan-
dards for roads and sidewalk/pathway
maintenance.

The standards are based on a review of
the standards inherited from the former
municipalities, as well as a comparison
of cities of comparable size and geogra-
phy, provincial requirements and an
extensive community consultation. These
maintenance levels were designed to
establish reliable, affordable and eco-
friendly snow and ice control standards
across the city. Whether this was accom-
plished is a matter of opinion and consid-
erable debate.

City roads are classified from 1 to 5
depending on the type of road.... 1 being
Highway 174...to 5 being a residential
street or lane. Residential streets are
plowed only when there is 7cm of snow
or more and salt is not applied. 

I was not a member of council when
this standard was adopted; however, I
know that the reasons were to save
money and to reduce the amount of salt
in the environment. In order to have these
standards changed there would have to be
a resolution at Council during the budget

debate and it would have to be approved
by the majority of Councillors. 

I support increased funding in this area
but I do not mean by that, that it should
be simply added to the tax bill.  I believe
the City has to get back to the basics and
spend the money it takes in more effi-
ciently.  Great strides have been taken in
this direction over the last year but there's
still a ways to go.
